POST Newspaper Love 

 

The world has shrunk to the dimensions of your TV screen, of a computer connected to the Internet, and of a 

newspaper. Ability to communicate and obtain information has become instant. The extraordinary progress of 

civilization in the past 200 years has changed not only the living conditions of future generations, but also 

outlook on life. Globalisation wouldnõt be that bad if it werenõt aimed only at profit and power. ôHungerõ was 

always the driving force behind pursuing goals, but nowadays the goal is to overtake the bodies and minds of 

whole nations, continents...  

Totalitarianism is back with a hitherto unprecedented power and efficiency, infecting and overpowering human 

populations with  a vision of a better life. Down totalitarianism in the countries of European civilization and the 

promise of heavenly bliss of Islam trick billions of human beings, incapacitate and control their behaviour. 

It is often forgotten that from a historical point of view progress in every field happens because of single 

people, individualities which almost always departed from the generally applicable rules. 

Even though these personalities are also subject to globalization, their minds are free, and their unfettered 

intellectual activity in science and art is a guarantee and hope for freedom. Therefore, I offer you a vivisection 

of the global world using individual artistic tools. 

The pretext for the creation of my new series of works (2010) were the mass media (newspapers, magazines, 

radio, television, Internet), nowadays performing comprehensive educational, informational, cultural and 

emotional roles. They organise our lives by suggesting when, what and how we should do; explain and show us 

some examples as to what benefits we get by following the instructions. If one cannot afford to experience 

different emotions live, then at least they can watch or read the news - a substitute for ôliveõ. There they will 

find various information, good as well as bad, moving: that someone was hurt, there was an accident, 

someone experienced an act of aggression, cataclysm, catastrophe... or that it was revealed some celebrity did 

something immoral. We say that the clutter our minds, but several generations have already been living in this 

trash! On the other hand, we are ready to protest against the lack of information, considering it an attempt to 

take control of our freedom. 

So I started to use mass media as a lively and attractive material to create a work of art. 

Visually, I make gestures and manipulate that material, crushing it, cutting, transforming and forming it into 

unexpected new objects. These procedures and the process of their formation are documented by 

photographs or film, which function as autonomous, closed works. I also create new images and narratives 

from the moving parts of this reality, in the short film etudes and personal performances. Created objects 

(artefacts) are characterized by new aesthetic in form, and by new values in their message, associated with 

the analysis of the processes taking place in the social mentality. I do semantic transformation in the sphere of 

the form of a work. Through this work I can ôtameõ this material and distance myself from my own behaviour 

and the mass media beliefs. 

A series of these works is an excuse to start a social dialogue about the impact of mass media on our lives, but 

also dialogue with the producers of mass media on professional ethics. 

 Iõve introduced the concept of POST to mark a new reality which I created on the basis of everyday reality - the 

original material. POST is an undetermined state, it only indicates the break with the old for the sake of the 

new. Itõs unpredictable. The first sign of transformation is the ôsubjugationõ of the old to bring something new, 

and sometimes these are accidental elements, sometimes ñ systematic creation. It is important for me here to 

combine different elements, both visual and intellectual, which so far have not been combined. These are 

efforts saturated with emotional wealth. 

POST also brings with it a new aspect of time. POST stopped the process of changes taking place in the reality 

and resulting from the passage of time. It lives its own life and has its own inner time, which is revealed in the 

sequences of film or photography. The process of transformation of the material, or degradation in a gesture of 

manipulation, is often new time and not a part of the everyday reality, but the reality of art, of the POST time. 

The POST Newspaper love project is growing and today it includes topics of reflection on the power of 

newspapers, its form and time in the context of reality and the context of art. It is also an attempt to design a 

new lifestyle and artistic expression based on the recommendations of the newspaper in the ôPOST activityõ 

series.
